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McKinney Vento Homeless Assistance Act CA defines
homelessness as children and youth as individuals who:

* Lack a fixed, regular, and adequate nighttime residence.
e Share housing due to economic hardship
 Reside in:

o Hotels motels, trailer parks, shelters

o private or public places not designed for human habitation

o Cars, parks, public spaces, abandoned building, substandard housing, train
stations or similar settings

AB 1806: reduced credits requirements

Priority enrollment in summer/after school
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 Federal law supersedes state law.

* To the extent the 30-day period or obtaining immunizations
within such a timeframe is a barrier to homeless students, LEAS
must review and revise such barriers. 42 USC 11431(2).

« LEA’s can not deny enroliment or prevent a student from
attending due to lack of immunizations.

 There is no time frame for students to get immunized.

e Vast majority of unhoused students have been in school
before and have their immunizations.
