RECOGNITION OF OCTOBER 9-13, 2023 as  

WEEK of NATIONAL SCHOOL LUNCH 
 
WHEREAS, the national school lunch program is just one of several Federal programs offered at 
SCUSD including the School Breakfast Program, the Afterschool Snack Program, the Child and 
Adult Care Food Program, the At Risk Afterschool Supper Program and the Summer 
Foodservice Program;   
 
WHEREAS, the school lunch program not only reduces food insecurity but studies show 
students that participate in the school lunch program see improved attendance, improved 
academic outcomes in math and reading and reduction in behavioral concerns in the classroom;     
 
WHEREAS, today SCUSD’s Nutrition Services department of over 400 employees across the 
district have a goal of 40% of our meals made from scratch with nearly 70% of our seasonal 
produce grown locally and in California; 
 
WHEREAS, school lunch programs offer a unique opportunity to establish early food literacy 
habits with daily access to high quality locally grown fresh fruits and vegetables that improve 
long term health outcomes and preventable diet related disease; 
 
WHEREAS, school lunches not only look and taste great, but meet strict federal nutrition 
standards with regards to whole grains, vegetables in a wide variety, fats, sodium and calories;   
 
WHEREAS, providing healthy food is central to a child’s ability to learn and thrive and no 
child’s health should be determined by the zip code they were born in or by the food their 
families can afford;   
 
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IS RESOLVED, that the Sacramento City Unified School District 
Board of Education, hereby support the mission of the National School Lunch week from 
October 9-13, 2023.
